Approval of Minutes

Treasurers Report 
Greg MurphyΣ hƘƛƻ 5h¢ ǇǊƻǾƛŘŜŘ ǘƘŜ ¢ǊŜŀǎǳǊŜǊΩǎ ǊŜǇƻǊǘ (Attachment 2) on behalf of Terri 
Barnhart.    As of September 30, 2013, the MAASTO financial balance is $534,837.51.  All issues 
with the IRS and our filings as a 501(c)(6) association have been resolved without penalty.  
Secretary Gottlieb presented the final financial summary from the 2013 Annual MAASTO 
Conference (Attachment 3).  Total attendance was 486 participants including 243 delegates 
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from member states.  The Board had previously approved free registration for state delegates 
for the 2013 Conference in Milwaukee and the 2014 Conference to be held at Indianapolis, 
Indiana. 
 
Status of Finances

Plan is meeting and looking for input from member states.  With the assistance of Cambridge 
Systematics, CEO interviews and surveys are being conducted.  The goal is to have a draft for 
review by the 2014 Washington Briefing. 
 
 
Great Lakes Regional Transportation Operations Coalition (GLRTOC)  
Director Steudle introduced representatives from the GLRTOC who provided an overview of 
their coalitionΩǎ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘƛŜǎ ŀƴŘ Ǝƻŀƭǎ.  The GLRTCO is a good model of state cooperation and 
coordination for improving traffic operations within the region.  Their mission is specific to 
operations and optional issues and does not get into other issues from a regional standpoint.  
States were encouraged to consider joining the coalition.  A copy of the handouts is attached 
(Attachment 6).  The MAASTO Chief Engineers Committee was tasked with looking at the 
GLRTOC model; determining the value for the entire region; laying out a plan for coordinating 
transportation operations within our region; and reporting back to the Board.  
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Chief Engineers Committee  
Last year the Committee prepared a report on Implements of Husbandry.   The committee is 
currently gathering input from the Engineers perspective as input for the AASHTO Strategic Plan 
update. 
 
National Freight Advisory Committee 
Reported that the NFAC held its initial meeting and the committee selected Ann Schneider as 
Chair and Mort Downey as Vice-chair. 
 
 
Strategic Transportation Issues Committee (STIC) Report 
The Committee was preparing a summary of the Water Resources and Development Act 
(WRDA) reauthorization.   The Committee, under the leadership of Wisconsin, is looking into 
the various ways that transit services are funded within the region.  The Committee is also 
proposing to prepare a monthly newsletter (one to two pages) to highlight those items which 
may be of interest to other member states.  Missouri is taking the lead for preparing the 
newsletter. 
 
 
2014 MAASTO Meeting  
The 2014 MAASTO Annual meeting will be hosted by Indiana and held at the Hyatt Regency 
Downtown in Indianapolis from July 28 ς July 30, 2014.
